Food and hygiene standards are very important to staff involved in the catering of conferences held at Queen Alexandra College.  As a result of this, the college has been awarded an ‘Excellent’ 5 H rating in the Hygiene Award Scheme.  

This is the top classification for a hygiene inspection, and is awarded by Birmingham City Council.  The award means that QAC’s kitchen and catering facilities are first-rate, and kept to a very high standard.

Hygiene inspections are undertaken by Environmental Health officers around Birmingham and are classified by the following standards:

5 H’s - Excellent

4 H’s - Very good

3 H’s - Good

2 H’s - Fair

1 H’s - Poor

0 H’s - Major improvement required
